ÅConservation of forest carbon stocks

ÅSustainable management of  forests

ÅEnhancement of forest carbon sequestration



What is a Landscape?

ÅThe Sangha Tri-national Landscape covers 45,200 km2 

ÅThe area of Vermont is 24,901 km2

ÅThe Lobeke National Park in Cameroon (2,178 km2), the 
Dzanga-Ndoki NP (1,443 km2) in CAR, and the Nouabale-
Ndoki NP (4,268 km2) in Congo, constitute the core 
protected area of the landscape. 

ÅTogether these Protected Areas encompass 7895 km2 or 
less than 18% of the landscape
